 Bake a variety of items: coffee 

cakes, cookies, cakes, brownies, 

muffins or other creations. You 

may specify a specialty. 

EXPECTATIONS OF MINISTRY:  

 Be willing to bake something within 

a few days of being notified.  

 Be as creative as you like 

 Bakers always have the option of 

saying no to a particular request if 

the individual’s personal schedule 

does not allow sufficient time for the 

task to be completed.
