Present a spiritual age appropriate
lesson.

Recite the Creed with them and pray
the Prayer of the Faithful

EXPECTATIONS:

Lead the Children’s Liturgy of the Word
approximately once per month.
Prepare the readings, reflection and
prayers prior to the session.

Provide all clearances and other
required paper work.
